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The size of the project, the many complexities, changes to technical studies, and a 
request by the applicant for an accelerated processing schedule has resulted in the 
request for additional resources and time allocated by UltraSystems for the preparation 
of the project Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR). Consequently, UltraSystems 
submitted a request for additional funds to complete the DEIR. See Attachment 1 for the 
proposed First Amendment to the Agreement.  

UltraSystems justification for the additional expenditures are related to Milestone No. 2.0 
– Project Management/Coordination/Meetings & Hearings and Milestone No. 5.0 – 
Preparation of Draft Environmental Impact Report. The following specifically outlines the 
additional expenditures:   

• Participation in weekly conference calls with the City and the applicant’s project 
team. Agenda and weekly tracking matrices and materials have been provided. 

• Senior-level staff have been reallocated from other projects to assist with technical 
work and perform additional Quality Assurance/Quality Control. 

• Additional time spent with in-depth technical peer reviews on topical subject 
matters (i.e., biological, cultural resources, hazardous materials, project 
alternatives, etc.), along with crafting section work. 

• More labor hours spent on recrafting sections due to new technical analyses being 
provided by the project applicant’s team, based on requests from the City. 

The total budget for the services to be provided by UltraSystems under the First 
Amendment is $52,170. The total budget of the agreement with this amendment is 
$240,940. 

Status of Project 

Sections of the draft Specific Plan are presently under City review. UltraSystems is 
currently preparing the Administrative Draft EIR with concurrent review by City Attorney 
and City staff.   

Subsequent steps concerning the City’s consideration of the project application include 
the following: 

• Completion of the DEIR and 45-day public review period 

• Environmental Justice Workshop 

• Planning Commission study session  

• Planning Commission and City Council Public Hearings 

The Draft Environmental Impact Report is nearing completion and is expected to be 
released for public review within the next few months.  Following the public review of the 
DEIR, public hearings before the Planning Commission and City Council are expected to 
occur in Spring 2023.  

FINANCIAL IMPACT 

The proposed First Amendment will have no effect on City costs or revenues. Full cost 
recovery will occur inasmuch as the City will require that the applicant deposit the total 
contract value with the City prior to commencement of work.
